The Sports Massage Association Trademark Use Agreement

This document serves as an agreement between The Sports Massage Association (a Private Company Limited by Guarantee, reg. 4322299) hereinafter referred to as “SMA,” and any Full or Overseas Member of the Sports Massage Association hereinafter referred to as “The Member”, with regard to the use of ‘SMA’ trademark.

1. The SMA logo can only be used by Full or Overseas Members of the Sports Massage Association – note this excludes Affiliate and Student Members from using the logo on their material
2. Members should always display their membership level on or near the logo eg “SMA Member Level 3, SMA Member Level 4”
3. The Member shall abide by the guidelines for logo use as detailed in “Guidelines for Sports Massage Association Logo Trademark Use By Members” agreement.

4. The Member does not have any right, title, or interest in SMA’s trademark other than advertising the SMA.

5. The SMA’s Trademark is the sole and exclusive property of The Sports Massage Association, and any and all use by The Member of the SMA Trademark, and the goodwill arising there from, shall solely be for The Member to promote the SMA. 

6. The use of SMA’s Trademark for the purpose detailed in point three (3) is granted to The Member from the date when membership of the Sports Massage Association starts. Should membership be terminated for any reason, use of the SMA’s logo will also be terminated.

7. A copy of all promotional material produced by The Member bearing the SMA trademark will be sent to the SMA by The Member for approval prior to release.  The SMA reserves the right to deny the use of its logo should the intended use be seen not to be within the spirit of this agreement.  

Guidelines For Sports Massage Association Logo Trademark Use By Members
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1. There are two versions of the logo. These should always appear in the height/width ratio displayed above.

2. The logo should never be reproduced so small that the legibility is reduced.

3. The pantone colours are: Blue – Pantone: 281 (C100/M72/YO/K38) Orange – Pantone: 1375 (CO/M38/Y76/KO). The logo should whenever possible be reproduced using both the corporate colours.  If for budget restrictions this is not possible it may appear in black and white or mono as follows:
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4. In order for the logotype to maintain its strength and clarity it should always remain uncluttered.  No other visual elements such as text, illustration, graphic devices, logotypes or photographs should ever encroach upon this area.

5. The words Sports Massage Association should always appear as part of the logo.
6. If used on a letterhead or business card, the logo must not appear at the top of the document. The preferred position is bottom right hand side.
7. The logo should only be used with reference to the member and not to a practice, group of practitioners, health club or any other organisation.
